As we enter term 3 it is time for students to take stock of their progress. Year 11 students need
to assess their performance in semester 1 and make adjustments where necessary to their
Year 12 certificate packages. For year 12 it is too late to adjust packages, they now need to
focus on what comes next in 2009 and ensure that they perform at their best during their last
semester in the school system. Year 12 T students can now get UAI estimates from Student
Services whereas others should seek advice on further study at CIT or workplace options.

Enrolments

Our enrolments for 2009 continue to defy the demographic projections as they have done for
the past few years. Our expectation is that the college will again be operating at capacity in
2009. I am appreciative of this vote of confidence in the college, its staff and its programs from
our community.

Facilities

As I write, our new front entrance nears completion. The upgrade will provide a more obvious
entry to the college with a more welcoming foyer and improved wheelchair access. We are
awaiting the delivery of about 200 new computers as part of the federal government’s Digital
Revolution initiative. The improvements in our IT facilities will be highly beneficial to our student
community. And finally, planning is now well advanced for upgrades to the college heating and
cooling systems which will result in a much smaller carbon footprint and deliver savings in
energy costs.

Australian Business and Communities Network (ABCN)

Our newly formed partnership with Medicare Australia under the auspices of the ABCN is
proving very productive. We are now engaged in three separate projects with Medicare involving
student mentoring, student workplace experience and the partnering of senior college staff with
Medicare staff in learning exchanges. I encourage you to check the ABCN website –
www.abcn.com.au - to gain an understanding of this Australia wide initiative.

AST Preparation Program

Year 12  T students are currently undergoing a comprehensive program of AST preparation. I
am impressed by the high level of attendance and engagement of our students in all aspects of
this program.

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Emily R was one of only four
students from the ACT
selected to attend the Youth
ANZAAS 2008. This is the
report she wrote on the
experience.

Youth ANZAAS 2008 was more
than just an overseas science
excursion. The trip was a

chance for a budding scientist to experience practical
science as a living breath entity. It took science out of
the classroom and the textbook and gave it some
captivating real world context. Youth ANZAAS showed
me that the sciences aren’t just interesting subjects
that explain the world, they are also bucket loads of
fun.

It all started (and ended) with an experience any
unworldly teenager treasures – the window seat on the
plane. Not highly scientific, but it was a highlight none
the less. After the flight from Canberra we met up with
our fellow Aussies in Melbourne Airport and threw
ourselves into the epic and exhausting buzz of an
international airport, an international flight, customs,
shuttle buses and the ubiquitous YHA. After a much
needed nights rest, we picked up a few more Kiwi
students and headed out from Christchurch for a five-
hour drive to Dunedin. That was the plan anyway. We
stopped off to check out the bizarre spherical rocks in
the ocean that are Moeraki Boulders, and were informed
that the road to Dunedin was closed due to heavy
snowfalls. This forced us to backtrack down the highway
to Oamaru for an unscheduled overnight stop. This may
sound rather inconvenient, but it was a chance for the
Aussie students to mix with the locals and experience
a little bit of Kiwi cuisine – fish, chips and L&P.

The Oamaru stopover did not in any way affect the plans
for the next day. We left Oamaru for the remaining 2
hours of the drive to Dunedin, driving on icy roads past
fields of snow. This was very novel for most Australians,
who rarely ever see real snow back home. We drove
into Dunedin right on time for our first lecture at the
University of Otago. This was an insightful presentation
by Dr. Cordelia Fine on the psychology behind
advertising. She explained to us the main techniques
used to suck us in and manipulate our minds. She also
discussed advertising aimed at children, and the ethical
issues surrounding this. Interestingly, children are no
more or less susceptible to the illusions of advertising
than adults.

We went from this lecture, via lunch, into another lecture
by clinical psychologist Nigel Latta about the ‘nature
vs. nurture’ concept in relation to the criminal mind. He
asked the question ‘are we born bad, or raised bad?’
and discussed this in relation to the murderers, rapists
and violent criminals he has worked with over his 17
years career. It was a very entertaining, if somewhat
disturbing lecture, and raised some interesting questions
about the whole system of justice in Australia and New
Zealand. After this lecture we explored the International
Science Festival activities and stalls at the university
until it was time to leave. We travelled by bus back to
John McGlashan College, our accommodation for the
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week. There we had dinner, then participated in a
science quiz evening where I was soundly assured
that my excellent teachers at the Canberra College
are performing well up to scratch.

Day Three started with a mayoral reception morning
tea. The Mayor of Dunedin was a very funny and
welcoming bloke and he put on a lovely morning tea.
This was followed by a highly scientific and very
educational trip to the Cadbury Chocolate Factory.
This was followed closely by a trip to Invermay
Research Facility in Mosgiel. We visitied the
AgResearch lab and learnt about the uses of DNA
for studies of lineage and disease control. We also
learnt how individal DNA is isolated from a mixed
sample, and isolated some of our own DNA. We
then moved on the Abacus Biotech lab for a
presentation on the physics behind medical imaging
technology, and what techniques are best in certain
situations. Our packed day continued as we drove
back to the College for a quick dinner, before heading
out to a science cabaret show. This was called
“Somnium – The Science of Sleep” presented by
Chris Krishna-Pillay, a Melbournian Science
Communications bloke.  He took a topic every living
human can relate to – sleep – and presented the
science behind it as a musical stage show. It sounds
bizarre, almost cheesy, but it was possibly the best
piece of science communication I have so far
experienced.

By Tuesday (Day Four) I think the whole group was
low on sleep and running on caffeine energy. We
definitely needed it for our trip to the Otago Museum.
We were first taken behind the scenes for a
presentation and practical demonstration of
archaeology. We had a bit of a dig ourselves before
moving on to a tour of the basement areas where all
the things too important, damaged or cool to go on
display are kept under lock and key. Here we were
shown one of only a few stuffed Tasmanian Tigers in
the world. After this we joined the public to check
out the tropical rainforest exhibit. This is a room set
up like a tropical forest, hot enough to make me
homesick for Australia, and full of massive butterflies.
You literally walk in and are surrounded by thousands
of different, beautiful butterflies. There are also turtles
and huge goldfish swimming around at the bottom
of a waterfall. My description does not do it any
justice so if you are ever in Dunedin, do yourself a
favour and go check it out. We left the museum to
go kill the rest of our energy by running up Baldwin
Street, the world’s steepest street. I was sceptical
about how steep a road could actually be, but I was
not disappointed! Add it to your list of things to check
out in Dunedin.

Around lunchtime we headed back to the College
for, you guessed it, lunch. After lunch we rolled
straight into a session with Chris Krishna-Pillay from
the cabaret show the night before. He explained to
us that science means nothing if you can’t
communicate your findings effectively. He took us
through techniques for getting our findings out there
in the open, and re-establishing the public’s trust in
the scientific community.  This was possibly the most

We
left the College again to head downtown for two more
lectures, one about frontal lobotomy and one about
the brain and learning. Unfortunately by this stage,
sleep deprivation had caught up with me so I fell asleep
in the auditorium and missed both of these lectures.
Luckily after that they took us back to the College for
the night and I could go to bed.

Wednesday started with well, breakfast first, then a
long drive to the Otago University Marine Research
Laboratory in Portobello. Here we spilt off into groups
and all got a chance at various times to experiment
with live sea creatures, dissect a squid, explore the
aquarium and make bags and shoes out of kelp. There
was also a new virtual submarine display that
simulates a journey to the bottom of the sea off the
coast of New Zealand. The whole experience was very
interesting and informative. We then left and continued
driving for a while to Weller’s Rock. Here we took a
cruise with Monarch Cruises out to the mouth of the
harbour to see albatrosses and blue penguins. There
were also some seals sunbathing on the rocks and
some odd birds with even odder nests called shags.
After the cruise we drove back to John McGlashan
College where we has a session with Professor Fiona
Stanley about the ethics of medical research.
Professor Stanley is an inspirational woman, not just
because of her achievements in medical research but
for her dedication and belief in what she does. I left
the session with her feeling absolutely certain that
medical research is the career path I want to take.
After the session with Professor Stanley we went out
for dinner to Plato Restaurant. A representative of the
Royal Society of New Zealand and a representative of
Freemasons New Zealand joined us there. I would
like to thank both of these organisations for making
the trip possible. It was a very valuable experience
that I am sure everyone involved will treasure for years

to come. Before dinner the Australian students and New
Zealand students gave a bit of a cultural performance
by singing a song for each other. After dinner we headed
back to John McGlashan for our final night.

Thursday was the last official day of Youth ANZAAS.
We packed up our gear in the morning and piled back
on the bus one last time for the drive back to
Christchurch. When we arrived in Christchurch at around
3 in the afternoon, we went to the International Antarctica
Centre. We were looked after by Gabriella, a ‘penguin
policewoman; who has actually spend time in Antarctica
and recounted her experiences for us. She set us loose
on the displays at the centre and we experienced a –
18°C arctic snowstorm and took a ride on the Hagglund
all terrain arctic vehicle. This was an experience and a
half, although not one I would recommend to anyone
with a weak stomach. The final experience of the official
Youth ANZAAS program was a visit with a little blue
penguin named Austin from the enclosure at the
Antarctica Centre. Like a true supermodel, he gave us
a five-minute appearance, got a thousand photos taken,
pooped on the ground, and left. We ourselves then left,
piling onto the bus for the last time to drop some people
off at the airport, then go to the YHA for the last night.
Here we said goodbye to the bus driver Peter, who we
had all come to quite like over the trip. This was the
official end of Youth ANZAAS.

Friday started at 3am with a shuttle to the airport, a
sleep in the bag drop queue, a sleep and the departures
lounge and a sleep on the plane. We got back to
Australia, passed through Australian customs (nothing
like how it looks on TV) and waited for our connecting
flights. Slowly the Australian students trickled away onto
flights back to their various parts of the map, flying home
and going straight back to bed.

Congratulations are due to Alana P in Year 11 who after an exhaustive selection
process has been selected by Rotary District 9710 to attend the National Youth
Science Forum at the ANU in January 2009.

The NYSF helps students moving into Year 12, who wish to follow careers in science,
engineering and technology by introducing them to research and researchers, by
encouraging the achievement of excellence in all their undertakings, and by helping to
develop their communication and interpersonal skills. It also fosters discussion of and

interest in major national and global issues and emphasises the importance of maintaining continuing
active interests in sport, arts and music.
In the January programme, the NYSF places equal emphasis on pure research, applied research and
engineering in both the physical and biological sciences. However in the human biology fields the
emphasis is placed on biomedical research and biotechnology rather than medicine, dentistry, veterinary
medicine, pharmacy, physiotherapy or similar professions.
The most important aspect coming from the NYSF is a network of friends, colleagues and support
groups throughout Australia which will be of value to participants for the whole of their lives. The NYSF in
January is in the form of university seminars and industry site visits in March and April and afterwards as
a long term personal network of people with common aims.

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What is SHLiRP?

It is a simple and convenient information and testing
program for important sexually transmitted infections
(STI).

Which sexually transmitted infections are being
tested?

Chlamydia trachomatis: very common but rarely
causes symptoms. It is associated with pelvic
infection, infertility and ectopic pregnancy. It is easily
diagnosed and treated but requires screening to be
detected.

Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV): very
uncommon in Australia unless people are involved in
risk behaviour such as unprotected anal intercourse
between men and injecting drug use. However, the
disease can be easily transmitted through
heterosexual contact.

Hepatitis C & B: commonest and most important
notifiable viral infection in Australia. Hundreds of cases
are diagnosed in the ACT each year. It is mainly
transmitted through injecting drug use and can lead to
severe long-term complications. There is now good
treatment available for the small proportion of infected
individuals who require it.  Hepatitis B is similar to

Hepatitis C but as well as injecting drug use being a
risk, it is associated with unprotected intercourse. It is
completely preventable if you are vaccinated.
(Unfortunately there is no vaccine for Hepatitis C).

How will I be tested?

Male participants will be asked to pass urine into a jar
and / or give a sample of blood.  Female participants
can pass urine or perform a painless self-inserted
swab, as well give a sample of blood (if required).

Anybody who is found to have one of these infections is
offered free treatment, management, follow-up and
counselling. If you need advice or help with other health
related issues we will refer you to the relevant
organisation.

Is it confidential?

Yes, no one except the SHLiRP staff will have access to
your results.  The staff and parents will not be able to
access your information.

Do I need my parents consent?

Parental consent is not required for students aged 16
years and over.  Students aged under 16 years of age
will require a signed consent form from their parent or
guardian.  You can access this form from Helen Uren
Randall.
