ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS



· Language studies courses are progressive and students are required to undertake courses at a level appropriate to their proficiency.  The appropriate level of studies will be determined by the teacher according to evidence and might involve testing.
· Language studies at the Beginner Level may only be undertaken from the beginning of each academic year.
· The marking of each task will follow a rubric which will clearly indicate the strengths and weaknesses of each aspect of the work submitted.
· Grades will be assigned according to the Grade descriptors as provided in the BSSS LOTE Framework  and EALD Framework documents.
· HOW TO SEEK AN EXTENSION



· Most assessment tasks in Languages and EALD units are undertaken in class under test conditions.  If the occasional assessment task requires an extension, the Humanities Faculty extensions protocol applies.  See Humanities Learner Guide.

· Most assessment tasks in Languages and EALD units are undertaken in class under test conditions.  For compensation or the sitting of a test after the appointed date, a medical certificate is required. 
· Under exceptional circumstances a different date might be negotiated in consultation with the teacher and student services advisor.  This timing is unlikely to coincide with normal timetabled classes.
HELP WITH ASSIGNMENTS




· Teachers are there to help you every step of the way, both in class and at any time which is mutually convenient.
· Certain tasks will involve drafts and these should be submitted for comment and guidance within the time frame indicated by the teacher.




BSSS POLICIES REGARDING ASSESSMENT

The following is edited from the Board of Senior Secondary Studies Policy and Procedures Manual:

4.3.8 ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION 



It is expected that students will attend and participate in all scheduled classes/contact time/structured learning activities for the units in which they are enrolled, unless there is due cause and adequate documentary evidence is provided. Any student whose attendance falls below 90% of the scheduled classes/contact time or 90% participation in structured learning activities in a unit, without having due cause with adequate documentary evidence will be deemed to have voided the unit. 
4.3.9 COMPLETION OF ASSESSMENT ITEMS 



Students are required to substantially complete and submit all assessment items that contribute to the assessment for a unit unless due cause and adequate documentary evidence is provided. 
Exemption from an item and/or alternative assessment without penalty is available to students providing adequate documentary evidence. 
Unless prior approval is granted, any student who fails to submit assessment tasks worth in total 70% or more of the assessment for the unit will be deemed to have voided the unit. 
4.3.10 LATE SUBMISSION OF ASSESSMENT TASKS 



The following policy is to ensure equity for all students: 
▪ All assessment tasks are expected to be submitted by the specified due date. 
▪ Where marks are awarded for assessment tasks, a late penalty will apply unless an extension is granted. The penalty for late submission is 5% of possible marks per calendar day late, including weekends and public holidays, until a notional zero is reached. If an item is more than 7 days late, it receives the notional zero. 
▪ Unless there are exceptional circumstances, students must apply for an extension to the specified due date in advance, providing due cause and adequate documentary evidence for late submission. 
4.3.11 NOTIONAL ZEROS 



Calculation of a notional zero is based on items submitted on time or with an approved extension. Where students fail to hand in assessment items for which marks are awarded, they will be awarded a notional zero for that assessment item. The notional zero will be a score, which lies between 0.1 of a standard deviation below the lowest genuine score for that item and zero. 
4.3.12 PLAGIARISM AND DISHONESTY 



The Board views seriously any breach of the rules or instructions governing assessment. 
Any cheating, plagiarism, dishonesty, alteration of results or improper practice in relation to any school-based assessment in any subject accredited or registered by the Board shall constitute a breach of discipline. This includes any tampering with the assessment data on computer files by a student. 
4.3.12.1 PLAGIARISM 



Plagiarism is the copying, paraphrasing or summarising of work, in any form, without acknowledgement of sources, and presenting this as a student’s own work. 
Examples of plagiarism could include, but are not limited to: 
▪ submitting all or part of another person’s work with/without that person’s knowledge 
▪ submitting all or part of a paper from a source text without proper acknowledgement 
▪ copying part of another person’s work from a source text, supplying proper documentation, but leaving out quotation marks 
▪ submitting materials which paraphrase or summarise another person’s work or ideas without appropriate documentation 
▪ submitting a digital image, sound, design, photograph or animation, altered or unaltered, without proper acknowledgement of the source.

All your work will require correctly formatted bibliographies. Please ensure you use the information on the cLc Library page to help you. A summary table is below.

Please use this table as a guide - you should not write your final bibliography in table form but list each entry one after the other with a double space between each. 

Separate each item by a comma eg Author, (Year), Title, Publisher, Place. Please note the date should be in brackets and titles in italics

REFERENCING



Different languages have different referencing conventions and in some language tasks you will be required to follow the conventions for the target language. You will take advice from your teacher on whether to use English conventions, or not. 

When writing an assignment you need to acknowledge other peoples’ work that you use. This is called referencing. The college uses the modified Harvard style, where footnotes and endnotes are not required. Simply acknowledge where you found the quote or idea you used by including it in your paragraph. This is easier to use for the writer and enables the reader’s eyes to continue with the natural flow from left to right.

Punctuation marks such as quotation marks can differ in different languages.  Students will be advised by their teacher as to the appropriate marks to use in each language.

 TO QUOTE A LARGE PIECE OF TEXT 




Quotations of 25 words or more must be indented, and inverted commas are unnecessary in this case. The quotation must be introduced properly, not just placed in your writing isolated from the rest of your text.
 
Example: 
At the time of the European colonisation the Australian landscape was portrayed as untouched wilderness. In fact, Indigenous Australian were using various techniques, particularly fire, to manage the land: 
Leave a line above and below the quote.

…the explorers were not pushing out into wilderness; they were trekking through Indent from the margin. 


country that had been in human occupation for hundreds of generations. It was 
land that had been skilfully managed and shaped by continuous and creative use 
of fire. (Reynolds 2000, p.20) 

Use a different font from the rest of the text. E.g. smaller or italicise

Identify author, year of publication and page number at the end of the quote. 





TO QUOTE A FEW WORDS FROM AN AUTHOR




Quotations of fewer than 25 words are to be placed in the body of the text and inverted commas must be used. However, different languages use differ symbols for quotations. Please check with your teacher. 

Example: 
Computers, data communications and electronic control devices have had a large impact on society. “The widespread use of computers has been described as the second industrial revolution”. (Bishop 1985, p. 213) Place author name, year of publication and page number directly at end of the  quote. 



Or 

Reynolds (2000) argues that the Australian landscape was “skilfully managed and shaped” (p. 20) by the Aboriginal people through the use of fire. Where the author name occurs earlier in the sentence, give the year of publication with the author’s name and the page number directly after the quote


Generally, small units of quotations are more effective. Try to weave at least some short quotations (under 25 words) into your text, rather than always using longer block quotations. This makes your writing more fluid and tends to give it added depth. 
 
PARAPHRASING 



Paraphrasing is using another person’s ideas without quoting their exact words. In these situations you must still reference your source.  You can either mention the author in your sentence or include their name in brackets. 

Example: 
More recent studies, including those by Ward and Foot (1999, p.6), note increasing dissatisfaction with how the taxation system handles superannuation. 

Or 

One of the worst problems which affected Europe and Australia after World War 1 was the influenza epidemic in the 1920s. About 20 million people (Bereson 2000, p. 18) around the world died as well as 11,000 Australians (Australian Encyclopaedia 1996, p. 45). Many people panicked at the thought of infection.

Note that this technique might apply to certain tasks in Languages and EALD units.  It is important to follow closely each task’s instructions as the requirements might differ with paraphrasing required for some tasks and direct quotations for others.

Language Levels



Languages in the ACT, unlike other jurisdictions are divided into Beginning, Continuing and Advanced  levels. There are usually available at both Tertiary and Accredited levels. 

These enable students to be challenged and taught a new language, and do not disadvantage others in the ranking. 

All the levels are equal in difficulty and are treated equally in calculating the ATAR. That is, a 90% in Advanced is the same as a 90% in Beginning. 

Language Level Placement Policy




Language and ESL studies are divided into levels according to the student’s experiences, education and their ability in the target language. 

Language level placement will occur based on a student’s:
· prior experiences. 
· prior education.
· home language.
· literacy in first and other languages.

Enrolment is not a final decision.  Teachers will further assess the needs of the student and determine the appropriate level for the student after enrolment has occurred. In particular, the BSSS stipulates that all students must completed a ‘Language Eligibility’ form, which will be used to determine the level of language studied.

 Students must be in a situation in which they are learning a new language and skills. 

Advanced students will not be allowed to disadvantage beginning or continuing students.

Language Learning Advice



Here is some general advice.
Adventurousness
One of the key qualities of the successful language learner is being adventurous. This means having a go even if you are unsure and a little scared. If in doubt, string some words together and smile winningly. You are trying to communicate meaning and it isn’t always necessary to be 100% accurate to get your point across- though of course 100% is nice. 
You cannot be afraid to look silly. All language learners look and sound stupid at regular intervals. It is unavoidable. John F Kennedy in trying to express his solidarity with the people of Berlin in German, instead told the crowd that he was a jelly donut. They loved him anyway. 
You are in a room of people all in the same boat. You are all ‘jelly donuts’. Look at Sheldon below: comedy gold and stories you can tell for ever!

Creating an atmosphere
[image: http://www.decosee.com/picture/modern-japanese-living-room-interior-idea.jpg]You need to attune your ear to the rhythms and sounds of the language you are studying. This can be done in a number of ways. 
First, do some research into the top ten songs in your favourite genre in the language that you are studying. This is as simple as putting ‘top ten songs France 2013’ into Wikipedia or Google. Once you have some play lists in your target language, listen to them while studying. You will also learn many ways to say “I love you Baby”
Second, watch movies and TV shows in your language. Of course you put on the subtitles but you will be hearing the rhythms and sounds of your language. This will improve your grasp of intonation and pronunciation.  There are lots of these on SBS or on YouTube. The school library also has a collection of foreign language programming. 
Third, you can use flash cards you write yourself or from Apps or on the internet when you have spare moments. This will help review vocabulary. There are many web sites and Apps for this purpose.  One of my favourites is www.freerice.com 
Fourth, if you can bear it put post it notes with names of objects on the actual objects.  Write word/phrase lists and attach them to strategic places.  Fridge door, bathroom door, pin-board, in front of the stove etc.

Using it rather than losing it 
You need to use the language whenever you can. Language sticks most when it is being used. You could:
· Keep a journal in the language.
· Review new vocabulary by writing it in sentences and paragraphs. 
· Talk to people in the language whenever you can.
· Take the opportunities in class to use the language.

In tests and oral activities you are being tested in what you know and what you can do. They also want to see whether you can make good guesses about what you don’t know.  
Consequently, you have to make guesses sometimes. This about being adventurous: have a go. As Mr T said: “Be game. Don't’ be Shame.”

In beginning language levels, if you know the grammar but not the word you want, throw in an occasional English word with the target grammar. Then you can show you know the grammar and some vocabulary. 
In more advanced levels, have a go! If you don’t know the right conjugation, guess!

Complexity versus Control
Try to use the most complex language you can while being as accurate as you can.  
You will be rewarded for trying out new language beyond what was taught in class even if it is a little inaccurate. 

Concientiousness



[image: http://witchnovelresearch.files.wordpress.com/2009/12/hermionegranger.jpg]There is no fast, easy way to learn a new language, despite what Apps and gimmicky books offer. 
Language learning is a matter of work, repetition and practice. An important quality of a language learner is conscientiousness. 
You have to do homework.
You have to do repetitious exercises. 
You have to learn model expressions by heart. 
You have to practice regularly.
There is no way around it. 
You cannot learn language well without doing work on it regularly during the week. 
You should:
· Review new vocabulary after each lesson and add them to your flash cards or vocabulary list.
· Do your homework!
· Use language whenever you can, e.g. write social media posts in the target language. 
· Watch, listen, and enjoy language whenever you can.



ASSESSMENT

Assessment tasks will vary in difficulty according to the course- Beginning, Continuing or Advanced, and depending on students studying a tertiary or accredited course. 

Languages marks are moderated together. There is at least one common task between the languages to ensure comparability.  Throughout the semester, there are three assessment tasks to be completed.  These are the:

1. Responding task – 35%
2. Oral task – 35%
3. Writing task – 30%



RESPONDING TASK – AURAL and READING




Students will be tested on their ability to listen to the target language and comprehend it. Students will listen to authentic language examples and be asked to answer questions which test comprehension. They may also be asked to analyse and make judgements about the information presented and express their understanding.  Answers might be in the target language or in English as it is a test of comprehension rather than a test of producing language. 

Similarly, in reading tests, students will read passages and respond to them in the target language or in English. Students will both show understanding and all their understanding of cultural issues. They will also engage in critical commentary on the themes and language use in passages.
